The Holy Spirit is called God 

 
 

 
Called God in Acts 5:4 and the Spirit of the Lord in Acts 5:9. Acts 5:3-10 reads as 

follows: 
 

1 But a certain man named Ananias, with Sapphira his wife, sold a possession, 

2 And kept back part of the price, his wife also being privy to it, and brought a 
certain part, and laid it at the apostles' feet.3 But Peter said, Ananias, why hath 

Satan filled thine heart to lie to the Holy Ghost, and to keep back part of the price 
of the land?4 Whiles it remained, was it not thine own? and after it was sold, was 

it not in thine own power? why hast thou conceived this thing in thine heart? 
thou hast not lied unto men, but unto God.5 And Ananias hearing these words fell 



down, and gave up the ghost: and great fear came on all them that heard these 
things.6 And the young men arose, wound him up, and carried him out, and 

buried him.7 And it was about the space of three hours after, when his wife, not 
knowing what was done, came in.8 And Peter answered unto her, Tell me 

whether ye sold the land for so much? And she said, Yea, for so much.9 Then 
Peter said unto her, How is it that ye have agreed together to tempt the Spirit of 

the Lord? behold, the feet of them which have buried thy husband are at the 
door, and shall carry thee out.10 Then fell she down straightway at his feet, and 

yielded up the ghost: and the young men came in, and found her dead, and, 
carrying her forth, buried her by her husband.11 And great fear came upon all the 

church, and upon as many as heard these things.

5 Who is he that overcometh the world, but he that believeth that Jesus is the 

Son of God? 6 This is he that came by water and blood, even Jesus Christ; not by 
water only, but by water and blood. And it is the Spirit that beareth witness, 

because the Spirit is truth. 7 For there are three that bear record in heaven, the 
Father, the Word, and the Holy Ghost: and these three are one. 8 And there are 

three that bear witness in earth, the Spirit, and the water, and the blood: and 
these three agree in one. 9 If we receive the witness of men, the witness of God is 

greater: for this is the witness of God which he hath testified of his Son. 10 He 
that believeth on the Son of God hath the witness in himself: he that believeth 

not God hath made him a liar; because he believeth not the record that God gave 
of his Son.

26 But the Comforter, which is the 
Holy Ghost, whom the Father will send in my name, he shall teach you all things, 

and bring all things to your remembrance, whatsoever I have said unto you.

7 But we speak the wisdom of God in a mystery, even the hidden wisdom, which 
God ordained before the world unto our glory: 8 Which none of the princes of this 

world knew: for had they known it, they would not have crucified the Lord of 
glory. 9 But as it is written, Eye hath not seen, nor ear heard, neither have 

entered into the heart of man, the things which God hath prepared for them that 

love him. 10 But God hath revealed them unto us by his Spirit: for the Spirit 
searcheth all things, yea, the deep things of God. 11 For what man knoweth the 

things of a man, save the spirit of man which is in him? even so the things of God 
knoweth no man, but the Spirit of God. 12 Now we have received, not the spirit of 

the world, but the spirit which is of God; that we might know the things that are 
freely given to us of God. 13 Which things also we speak, not in the words which 



man's wisdom teacheth, but which the Holy Ghost teacheth; comparing spiritual 
things with spiritual. 14 But the natural man receiveth not the things of the Spirit 

of God: for they are foolishness unto him: neither can he know them, because 
they are spiritually discerned. 15 But he that is spiritual judgeth all things, yet he 

himself is judged of no man.16 For who hath known the mind of the Lord, that he 
may instruct him? But we have the mind of Christ.

19 We have also a more sure word of prophecy; whereunto ye do well that ye 
take heed, as unto a light that shineth in a dark place, until the day dawn, and the 

day star arise in your hearts: 20 Knowing this first, that no prophecy of the 
scripture is of any private interpretation. 21 For the prophecy came not in old 

time by the will of man: but holy men of God spake as they were moved by the 
Holy Ghost.

Acts 5:4 and the Holy Spirit is known from the Scriptures to be a person who; 
hears, speaks, convinces, testifies, convicts, prays for us, leads, guides, teaches, 
prompts speech, commands, forbids, desires, helps, and groans. The Holy Spirit 

can be blasphemed, lied to, resisted, grieved by sin and the Holy Spirit gives all 
believers spiritual discernment and he is eternal. (Hebrews 9:14) 

 
 

Our Lord Jesus said in John 14:16-18 “And I will pray the Father, and he shall give 
you another Comforter, that he may abide with you for ever; Even the Spirit of 



truth; whom the world cannot receive, because it seeth him not, neither knoweth 
him: but ye know him; for he dwellleth with you, and shall be in you. I will not 

leave you comfortless: I will come to you.” The apostle Paul in his first letter to 
the Corinthians writes, “Wherefore I give you to understand, that no man 

speaketh by the Spirit of God calleth Jesus accursed: and that no man can say that 
Jesus is Lord, but by the Holy Ghost (1 Corinthians 12:3).
